report any suspicious activity to us.

PCSO Rushby has been investigating various leads into reports of drugs use around the beat primarily focusing on resi-
dential hotspots and we have seen a noticeable drop in reports over the recent month.

Priority 2: Road Safety

You said: Speeding and road safety on the beat is a concern for you.

We have heard your concerns especially in certain areas of the beat where speeding has become a more notable issue of
late. The beat team are especially focusing around the areas of Nottingham and Scalford Roads as well as Welby Lane,
with more planned patrols in the areas over the coming weeks.
