Make use of equipment designed to deter thieves. Trackers, clear CCTV, Audible alarms, Cesar Data tag and closed locks,
gates, sheds and workshops make the difference.

Report

Report suspicious incidents — as soon as possible. Under reporting is a big problem in rural areas, we need your help to
understand the issue locally so we can provide appropriate resources.
