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	Community Policing Update
Your local officers remain committed to keeping our community safe and reassured. We continue to carry out high-visibility patrols across the area, focusing on building positive relationships and deterring criminal activity.
 
Speeding
Speeding continues to be a key concern within the area and local officers are actively working to address the issue. Regular speed checks are being carried out using handheld devices in identified hotspot locations, alongside increase high visibility patrols to deter unsafe driving. 
We aim to improve road safety, reduce the risk of collisions and reassure residents that concerns are being taken seriously. Officers with continue to monitor the situation and take appropriate enforcement action where necessary. We encourage residents to report any ongoing issues so that targeted action can be taken.  

Cold callers
There have been reports of cold callers operating I the area. While callers may be legitimate, residents are advised to remain cautious when approached at their door, particularly if they feel pressured or uncomfortable. Always ask for identification and take time to verify who they are before engaging. 

Do not feel obliged to let anyone into your home or agree to services on the spot. It is recommended to use trusted traders who are pre-approved or recommended. If you are unsure or feel something is not right, trust your instincts and report any concerns to Kent Police via 101 or 999 in an emergency. Looking out for neighbours, particularly those who may be more vulnerable, can also help keep our community safe.
