We will be focusing on Cars
Racing on A511 in Markfield.
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Recently the beat team have seen an increase in reports in relation to over weight vehicles travelling
through some of the smaller villages on the area. Whilst out on patrol and passing through Desford an
Artic Lorry was spottedm stuck in one of the side roads trying to get to a nearby industrial area. On
speaking with the driver it was clear that they were following the Sat Nav and not paying attention to the
FOUR road signs advising of weight restrictions and the roads not being suitable for HGV's. The driver
was dealt with for this matter, employer notified and the HGV was escorted back out the village and
advised on the correct route to the industrial site. Our Safer Roads Teams regularly carry out ‘Fatal 4’
operations to target the offences that are most likely to cause death or serious injury on the roads.

As it has been Neighbourhood Policing Week this month, we are
highlighting the neighbourhood-focused work carried out under &
Op-Spinner, including regular ASB patrols targeting the anti-social
use of vehicles in our hotspot areas. In response to increased &
activity and reports we installed the rest of our new warning signs
in key locations as part of this continued work. A vehicle was later
stopped with a tail light out. The driver only held a provisional |
licence, was not being supervised by someone who met the
criteria and the car had no L plates. The driver was reported for
licence offences and the vehicle was seized.

The team have been following up on the beat priorities set by you
the local residents on where you want to see us taking more
action. Over the last few months we have been focusing on Road Safety amongst other things due to
the vast amount of rural roads that span the whole beat and with weather starting to improve once more.
There has been an increase of bikes being ridden out on country lanes and main roads. The beat team
have added signs along the most popular routes used by cyclists to remind all road users to be safe and
give space when passing bikes. The aim is to help reduce casualties on our roads making them a safer
place for all to use and enjoy.
