Good work report 

There have been reports of youths using catapults and causing harm to wildlife in Herne Bay. In response, high visibility foot patrols have been carried out, and dispersal orders have been put in place to address the issue. 

As a result of these actions, a number of youths were stopped and searched, during which catapults were found. Section 34 dispersal notices were issued, requiring those involved to leave the area and not return for 24 hours. 
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
