CRIME PREVENTION ADVICE FOR QUAD BIKES
Gwent Police Rural Crime Team are providing advice to prevent and detect the theft of quad bikes.   The following information gives general guidance on a whole range of security measures and crime prevention advice.

IDENTIFICATION:

· Take colour photographs of all your Quad bikes, from the side, front and behind.
· Photographs should include serial/chassis numbers, model numbers and distinguishing features.


SECURITY MARKING AND CRIME PREVENTION:

· All Quads should be security marked with your postcode, followed by the letters of your farm name.
· Consider using ground anchor plates and chains for extra security/Quad Vice.
· Avoid leaving quads in isolated locations when not in use and always remove the keys.
· Consider installing CCTV/wildlife cameras and security alarms in buildings where the quad is kept.
· Record any suspicious vehicles visiting your property and report them.
