1. Welcome and Introductions
Ward Chair opened the meeting and welcomed attendees. It was determined that there were only five panel members present and there was therefore no quorum.
APS Docherty introduced himself as the Acting Sergeant for the team in the absence of Sgt Beckett. 
RM introduced as a new ward panel member, unable to be voted in due to no Quorum. 

2. Minutes of the last meeting discussed no amendments needed. 

3. Updates from the Police/Crime Statistics, Results of Survey from Met Engage 
SNT Crime Statistics: APS Docherty discussed crime statistics and issued to each person present. Advised the Panel that the team will be conducting regular patrols around school times due to concerns of robberies of young people on the return to school after the Christmas break, 


Priorities for the SNT for the last quarter, OCTOBER 2025 – JANUARY 2026 

1) Violence against the person – to reduce violence-related offences across Seven Kings Ward. This is a Met-wide priority and needs to remain on our list. Actions: hold Violence against Women and Girls (VAWG) “Walk and Talks” weapons sweep in parks and open spaces, crime prevention stalls outside Seven Kings Train Station, plain clothes, and high-visibility patrols to detect any offences.

2) Drug-related activities – to combat drug dealing and anti-social behaviour in and around Seven Kings Train Station. To collaborate with partner agencies to seek help for those most affected by drug use. Priority agreed by Panel. Actions: high-visibility and plain clothes patrols around the station and Cameron Road areas to identify any suspects.
3) Motor Vehicle Crime – to reduce motor vehicle crime offences across the Ward. Actions: crime prevention initiatives to prevent vehicle theft offences, high visibility patrols to target vehicle crime hotspots, conduct “street a week” to engage with the community and offer crime prevention advice.

Comments from Panel Members
    issues were raised and discussed, as follows: 

KB – asked about the times of crimes and a comparison of figures from last meeting. 

APS SD – times are difficult to pin down as this is due to times of reporting, i.e. in burglary house left unoccupied from 9am – 6pm – no idea what actual time burgled if no cctv/ring footage or any Witness to offence.
 
AH – Is there a trend of crimes? And how successful are police at catching criminals, how many vehicles are found locally also is mobile phone theft high in Seven Kings? mentioned issues at Train station, also could the use of Live Facial Recognition (LFR) vehicles work in Seven Kings as they do in Ilford? also mentioned that he is happy with the visibility of the team in the local area.


APS SD- stated team have recovered a few vehicle that had been stolen, although these were not actually from Seven Kings Ward, and that the team continue to educate residents on the security of vehicles, and also the use of mobile phones whilst out and about across the ward - the team deal with a number of Op Ringtone Calls - i.e. Stolen mobile phones pinging at an address, and explained that police at this moment have no powers to enter a premise believed to have a stolen phone and that hopefully legislation will change soon to give police powers to do this in the future,  also mentioned phone box in Cameron Road causing issue, -  this is due to be removed in APRIL 26 due to reported from Council and NPT re ASB & Drug use,
The team will be conducting several Operations within the train station in the coming months and this will also include Goodmayes and Chadwell Train stations. The LFR would not work as well in Seven Kings as it does in Ilford due to having to place the vehicle in a position where it would pick up lots of passers-by – this is difficult in Seven kings due to the movement of commuters from the station moving in different directions. 

Cllr NJ – was asked to investigate having the PSPO zone extended from Ilford to incorporate Seven Kings Ward,

JH – mentioned she saw PCSO Miah speaking to a person on an E-Scooter near to Harvester and was impressed that he stopped and dealt with this issue, do the team have figures to show how many cycles and E- scooters are dealt with? this will now be added to the 3rd ward priority – with ASB warnings issued to those riding on the pavement, and will be presented at Cuppa with A Copper sessions and next panel meeting.  
KG – Mentioned that Met engage is not user friendly and would be better if this were an actual app that residents could download, he was advised to discuss this at meetings he attends with Senior management as part of his ward chair duties, 
 
Comments from SNT

The Team will begin ‘Street Briefings’ from January 2026 again visiting every property to invite residents to meet the team in their street and to encourage signing up to Met Engage.
The Team is continuing to hold numerous ‘Cuppa with A Copper’ crime prevention stalls and VAWG initiatives across the Ward.
