· Now we are in MAY you will start to see security present in the town on particular days to assist with busy periods, much like last summer.  
· In the last month we have had two hot periods. Meaning increased footfall in the town. You may have seen we, the police, put dispersal powers in place for both those periods. The first dispersal resulted in 9 juveniles being dispersed for 48 hours on 9th April. The second dispersal resulted in several dispersed over the 3 days it was in place from 01/05/26. There was one fight on 01/05/26 on Albion St and High St, I am making enquiries into CCTV and doing everything I can to find out who these persons fighting are.
· I have continued to conduct foot patrols and even cycled throughout the town in the last month. Some of the matters I have dealt with have been out of the town, so if you do not see me, please be assured I am likely in another part of the ward that needs my attention.
· I have received several complaints from persons around an individual in the town, I cannot state names or allude to who this may be. However, on the back of these complaints’ legislation has been used and hopefully the issues will cease or lessen. Please, if there is anyone in the area causing clear issues to multiple persons, please let me know.     
· The beat officer for St peters and I have conducted speed checks along NORTHWOOD ROAD. Resulting in several speeding tickets. This attendance was off the back of concerns raised at our last surgery.
· The next police surgery for Broadstairs is on Friday 12TH JUNE 2026. This is being held at Broadstairs library at 1500 hours. If you wish to speak to me in person about any issues please attend.
