We are supported at Alcester by colleagues from Patrol teams whose 

role is to respond to incidents and investigate crimes that occur in the area 24/7.  The SNT is 

supervised by Inspector Jake Kibblewhite who leads on Neighbourhood Policing for Stratford 

District and Sgt Ebbs who also oversees neighbourhood Policing in the Shipston on Stour area. 

The Alcester SNT currently consists of 2 Police officers and 5 Police Community Support Officers, 

and our contact details are shown above.
