Summary of crimes in the Kew ward during April 2026
This summary has been prepared to give an overview of the recorded crimes that are most relevant to the local community. It primarily focuses on acquisitive crime; however other incidents of note are addressed as relevant. 
Burglary 
There have been 3 recorded burglary offences in April 2026. 2 of which were residential and 1 a shed whereby a bike was stolen.
From analysis of the reported burglaries, it is apparent that: 
· Break-ins are approximately between 10am-1230pm 
· Entry appeared to be gained through front and side doors

MV Crime 
There was only 1 recorded incident of thefts from motor vehicles in April 2026,whereby a few coins were stolen.
There has been 2 recorded theft of a motor vehicle, both vehicles recovered I on the borough and 1 off borough resulting in an arrest.
Theft 
There have been 4 recorded incidents of shoplifting. All occurred with in the retail park.
There have been 4 reported incidents of theft from a person, these appear to be primarily related to pickpockets operating around the Kew Gardens area. There were two incidents of distraction thefts at ATMs, whereby people using the machines have been approached, distracted and the thief has taken their card and PIN number. 
Please be mindful of anyone who comes to “help” or assist when using cash points or car parking machines. Do not engage , keep your belongings with you and move away. If possible please call police at the time.
