Barkingside Ward Newsletter June 2026 – Community Update
Safer Neighbourhood Team Update
The Barkingside Safer Neighbourhood Team (SNT) continues to work closely with residents, schools, faith groups, and local businesses across the ward. Our focus remains on visibility, engagement, reassurance, and addressing community concerns.

High Visibility & Reassurance Patrols
Officers have carried out regular high‑visibility and reassurance patrols across Barkingside Ward at varied times of day and evening. Patrol locations are informed by local reports, community feedback, and intelligence.
Recent patrol areas include:
· North Cross Road
· Parham Drive / City Gate House
· Campbell Avenue
· Hatley Avenue 
· Little Gearies
· Gants Hill and surrounding roads
These patrols provide reassurance, deter offending, and allow officers to engage directly with residents.

Good News – Positive Police Action
Barkingside Safer Neighbourhood Team continues to proactively tackle drug-related offences within the ward.
· 13th May – Redbridge Lane South:
Officers conducted a stop under Section 23 Misuse of Drugs Act, resulting in cocaine being found. The suspect was arrested at the scene.
· 27th May – Eastern Avenue:
During a vehicle stop, officers again utilised Section 23 Misuse of Drugs Act powers, leading to the discovery of cocaine. The suspect was subsequently arrested.
These positive outcomes highlight our continued efforts to disrupt drug-related activity, remove illegal substances from our streets, and keep Barkingside a safe place for everyone.



Violence Against Women and Girls (VAWG)
As part of our ongoing commitment to tackling Violence Against Women and Girls, officers completed a Walk, Talk and Do within the ward. Residents were encouraged to share concerns, discuss personal safety, and highlight areas where they feel less safe. Feedback received will inform future patrol planning.

Working Together
Information and feedback provided by the community continues to shape our policing priorities. Working together remains key to keeping Barkingside safe and welcoming.

BARKINGSIDE WARD – COMMUNITY SAFETY UPDATE
Over recent days, Barkingside Safer Neighbourhood Team (SNT) has been actively engaging with our community to provide reassurance, prevention advice, and visible policing across the ward.
Following recent tragic events, officers carried out reassurance visits to local places of worship, including the synagogue and mosque within Barkingside. This comes after a serious attack near a synagogue in Golders Green, which caused significant concern within the community, as well as a tragic incident in San Diego, USA, where a mosque was targeted, resulting in loss of life and injuries. We recognise the impact such incidents can have locally, and our presence is to offer support, reassurance, and maintain strong community relationships.
Officers have also been focusing on motor vehicle crime prevention, which remains a priority within the ward. SNT officers conducted leaflet drops providing residents with practical advice on how to protect their vehicles—particularly keyless cars—from theft. This includes guidance such as using steering locks, storing keys in signal-blocking pouches, and remaining vigilant to suspicious activity.
In addition, high-visibility patrols have been carried out across key locations in Barkingside in line with our ward priorities. These patrols are aimed at deterring crime, increasing reassurance, and maintaining a visible and approachable policing presence.
We encourage residents to continue working closely with us—please report any concerns, remain vigilant, and take simple steps to protect yourselves and your property.
Barkingside SNT remains committed to keeping our community safe, supported, and united.
