Staffordshire Watch was reformed on 6 June 2024.  I am honoured to be elected for 2024/25 to serve as the Treasurer.    
My report as follows:
Following the selection of the committee and Staffs Watch.  I arranged and opened a Bank Account with Lloyds Bank account number 49608962 with two signatories – Marion Morris and Brendan Kelly.  We did not receive any funding from June until the close of the account in January 2025.  The reason for the close of the account with Lloyds was due to the account being changed to a Community Account from Treasurer’s Account and they would start to charge a fee of £4.25 each month even on a 0.00 balance.  I paid the £4.25 as the Treasurer to ensure we were not charged interest during the closing down period.  If I did not need to pay the fee, it was agreed it would go to charity.
On   15 January we opened an account with Metro Bank account number 55475555 with zero balance and two signatories – Marion Morris and David Spencer (to be changed by mandate to another committee member when approved). All transactions are completed over the telephone and approved via Metro Bank and David Spencer.  We do not hold a debit card. 
Records are fully transparent and can be shared within the group, I have set up one page for expenses and a page for each Police aligned area in Staffordshire i.e. ten areas.   Money that is received from an area is only spent in that area i.e. money funded by Newcastle will only be used in this area (ST5 and ST7).
On 8 April we received £1000 from Staffordshire Police for mainly travel expenses - with special thanks to Geraint Lang for pursing this and to Staffordshire Commissioner Ben Adams. 
We now have £968.68 in the account following a travel expense undertaken by Geraint Lang.  A statement of the Bank Account can be shared if required.
