Anti-social behaviour

We are aware of a group of youths causing issues within the area. This can make
residents feel uneasy. Please be aware that additional patrols will be carried outin the
area to help deter any anti-social behaviour. Please do not be alarmed if you see a
heightened police presence in the area.

Video doorbells

We highly recommend having a Camera doorbellinstalled on your property. These can
help keep your property safe, will always allow you to see who is atyour frontdoor, and
can help minimise the chances of your property being targeted.

Having a video doorbell can help us with enquires and investigations into incidents too.
Camera doorbells can capture the front of your property, having a camera can help
deter anyone approaching your property.

If you arein a rented property, please remember to get permission from your building
management or landlord prior to installing.

- Youth ASB - where demand allows, patrols have been and will continue to be
carried out along the seafrontin attempts to reduce the number of ASB
incidents. Anti-social behaviours — with the warmer weather on the horizon, |
think we can all agree it's much nicer to get outside and enjoy the lighter and
drier weather! With this, can pair higher rates of anti-social behaviour! It's nice to
enjoy the better weather, but with this, can come those individuals who may
take it a little too far, whether this be consumption of alcohol, driving or general
behaviours. We are here to keep everyone safe! Additional patrols will be carried
outin hotspot areas. If you see something that doesn’t look right, please phone
this into us and we will help where we can.

- Residential ASB — we have recently seen arise in anti-social behaviours reported
within the ward. Meetings with partner agencies are being held to deter any
future behaviours linked as a result to these residential anti-social behaviours.
In addition to this, areas where reports are higher have received letter drops
regarding the ongoing issues. These are being monitored by Sussex Police and
action will be taken where deemed necessary.
