We have listened to you and the concerns you raised and will priorities the 
 

following from March 2025. 

 
Priority 1: ASB. You said: You have concerns around antisocial behavior 
across the village. We will continue to try and disrupt this type of behavior 
and use the ASB incremental approach to deter offenders. 

 
Priority 2: Speeding. You said: You are concerned about vehicles speeding in the villages. We will continue to 
monitor and enforce speed across several sites in the village. 

 
Priority 3: Burglaries. We aim to work with the relevant authorities to reduce the burglaries across the village 
and to try and reduce the number of reported thefts from the recycling centre. Visiting victims and offering 
crime prevention advice.

Priority 1: The beat team aim to tackle different elements of ASB in Mountsorrel 
  

We have continued high visibility patrols throughout the month of September at our hotspots. We received a report of 
ASB on Gilliver Drive this week which is currently being investigated. 

 
Priority 2: The beat team aim to target reports of speeding in Mountsorrel. 

Speed Ops 

We have completed one speed check this month on Halstead Road after a local resident got in touch raising concerns. 
During the period the team were at the location there was one car that went significantly over the limit. 
 
 
Priority 3: Burglaries 
 

High visibility patrols continue throughout the village from the Beat Team and response colleagues. At the time of writing 
this there have been no reported burglaries in the last fourteen days.
