If possible remove machinery from fields, especially near roads.
Identify your property by:

Keeping a record or the serial number, chassis and model numbers
of machines.

Painting your name on valuable tarpaulins in letters at least one
foot high.

Using metal engravers to mark tools, vehicles and equipment with
your postcode followed by the first two letters of your farm's name.
Always keep tools and small pieces of machinery locked away. Do
not leave them lying around.
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
