1. Welcome and Introductions
PCSO AZ opened the meeting and welcomed attendees. It was determined that there were only four panel members present and there was therefore no quorum.

2. Minutes of the last meeting discussed no amendments needed. 

3. Updates from the Police/Crime Statistics, Results of Survey from Met Engage 
SNT Crime Statistics: PCSO MM discussed crime statistics and issued to each person present. 


Priorities for the SNT for the last quarter, JAN 2026 – MAY 2026 

1) Violence against the person – to reduce violence-related offences across Seven Kings Ward. This is a Met-wide priority and needs to remain on our list. Actions: hold Violence against Women and Girls (VAWG) “Walk and Talks” weapons sweep in parks and open spaces, crime prevention stalls outside Seven Kings Train Station, plain clothes, and high-visibility patrols to detect any offences.

2) Drug-related activities – to combat drug dealing and anti-social behaviour in and around Seven Kings Train Station. To collaborate with partner agencies to seek help for those most affected by drug use. Priority agreed by Panel. Actions: high-visibility and plain clothes patrols around the station and Cameron Road areas to identify any suspects.
3) Motor Vehicle Crime – to reduce motor vehicle crime offences across the Ward. Actions: crime prevention initiatives to prevent vehicle theft offences, high visibility patrols to target vehicle crime hotspots, conduct “street a week” to engage with the community and offer crime prevention advice.

Comments from Panel Members
    issues were raised and discussed, as follows: 

VE – asked for more details about a theft incident happened recently in Aldi, Goodmayes High Road.
[bookmark: _Hlk230256376]AZ – explained that Aldi comes under Goodmayes Ward and team don’t deal with incidents happening there.
KB –   what is a ComRes 
AZ-- stated that Community Resolution (ComRes) is the initial step used when someone is caught in possession of Class B drugs. It acts as a first warning and involves an agreement that the individual will not be found in possession again.
If the behaviour continues, the next stage is a Penalty Notice for Disorder (PND), which results in a £90 fine.
If there is a further offence, the case moves to the third stage: a Postal Charge Requisition (PCR), where the matter is formally sent to court.
VE– mentioned about the high number of thefts of blue badges in crime figures 
AZ – reminded that blue badge users should not leave them in vehicle nighttime.
AZ—discussed Met engage survey.
RR -- raised concerns regarding the council enforcement camera on Percy Road. 
 It was noted that vehicles are still entering the restricted area during enforcement times. 
RR suggested that the camera may not be functioning correctly and requested that this be investigated.
KB-- raised concerns about gas canisters being dumped in the alleyway between Ilfracombe Gardens and Eccleston Crescent. 
AZ-- advised that an intelligence report will be submitted and it was also noted that the team will increase patrols in the area during late shifts to help deter drug-related activity.
MM -- asked attendees if they had any questions or concerns regarding the crime statistics provided by the team. 
No comments were received from attendees. 
AZ-- provided an update on the positive work carried out by the team since the last meeting, this included three Op Virgo deployments and several warrants executed across Seven Kings and Chadwell Heath - The operations were reported to have achieved very good results.
KB -- raised concerns about the increasing number of vape shops in the area. 
She expressed suspicion that some of these premises may be linked to drug-related activity. 
AZ -- responded that the Safer Neighbourhood Team (SNT) are working to gather intelligence regarding any suspicious activity connected to vape shops.
KB -- reported concerns about a male sleeping in a van on Thackery Drive. 
AZ -- advised that she will carry out a welfare check on the individual.

Comments from SNT

The Team will carry on doing ‘Street Briefings’ to meet residents in their street and to encourage them signing up to Met Engage.
The Team is continuing to hold numerous ‘Cuppa with A Copper’ crime prevention stalls and VAWG initiatives across the Ward.
