Hello Broadstairs,
The last month has been exceptionally busy. I would firstly like to start by thanking all residents and businesses for their response during and following the hot weather. This includes reporting incidents that occurred and being supportive of officers when we were in the town. 
· In the last month I have arrested five persons, ranging from failing to comply with the dispersal notices you may have seen in place in Thanet and other arrests up to serious assaults. This resulted in one person being returned to prison, another put before the courts, two community resolutions issued and two charges obtained.
· Following on with the topic of dispersals. I hope you have seen several have been put on over the last month, covering most Thanet towns. I am aware all dispersals were well policed, and persons were dealt with robustly. I myself issued approx 10 directions to leave to youths and adults. 
· I have taken part in the Broadstairs life podcast, this was a 25 minute conversation with Mr Barry STICKINGS. I enjoyed taking part in this and would recommend those interested in the policing of Broadstairs to take a listen. This can be found with a simple internet search of “Broadstairs life”
· I have been made aware of a concerning incident in PIERREMONT PARK where a juvenile has used a catapult to target a bird. I stress to everyone if you see this taking place please contact police. This is not acceptable and will not be tolerated. I ask parents to reframe from purchasing such items for they children. I am looking into the incident and making every effort to find who they are. 
· The next police surgery will be on Friday 3RD JULY 2026 at 1500. This is being held at Broadstairs library at 1500 hours. If you wish to speak to me in person about any issues please attend. There is a surgery on 12/06/26 at 1500 same location, this is the same day I am sending this newsletter, so if you see this in time and can attend please do so to talk to me. 

· My colleagues on the neighbourhood task force conducted an operation around illegal e-scooters and e-bikes this resulted in the seizure of 7 e-scooters and education provided regarding them.
