	The Chair welcomed everybody to the meeting and introductions were made. 
Sgt Rankin: Apologies on behalf of ward councillors.

	Matters arising from the previous meeting.
	Vice Chair: Has Met Engage numbers improved?
PCSP Smee: PC Lee has been helping get the numbers up.
Sgt Rankin: We are pushing Met Engage as part of the process in the Street a Week Initiative.
HC: I volunteer for the Met Police and recently helped with a Met Engage promotion in a park in Redbridge. We signed up over 40 on that day.
Sgt Rankin: When we do door to door we are signing up people from our ward. How long was the event?
HC: 2 hours.
Insp. Weeden: We have many parks on the borough so it may be a good initiative to run here. Do you need police presence?
HC: Yes, police supervise.
Vice Chair: As St Chads park is used by Redbridge residents also, maybe Chadwell Heath and Chadwell wards could join up for a park event to push Met Engage.
Insp Weeden: This would be good as we are looking to do some joint work with neighbouring teams.

	Ward Crime and Disorder Update
	PC Frost presented the quarters crime statistics.

Insp. Weeden: The ASB personal on the screen incorporates safeguarding issues, CMARAC, Cuckooing. Personal ASB is my priority at the moment. The team are using CPW’s CPN’s, some good work.

Sgt Rankin: You may have seen on Met Engage the suspect arrested for breach of CPN by the team. Some good work.

	Other crime problems raised by panel members, public, KIN’s and other networks

	Vice Chair: The Pool café in East Road is open quite late for a residential area. There are restrictions, being in a shopping parade.  They put table’s and chair’s out on the marked parking bay’s.
Insp. Weeden: Maybe the council will be a good next step to speak to.
GS: Does KSI have any influence on what is going on in the street’s?
Insp. Weeden: LBBD run a consortium of youth centres, including Dagenham and Redbridge Football Club. Youth diversion engagement with the police is very important. Where issues arise, we use these services early to reduce risk of escalation.
HC: Years ago there were lots of youth club’s on the borough, knife crime was not an issue, and only a small number of youths got into trouble. When police funding was cut back, ASB problems rose.
Insp. Weeden: The lost hours campaign highlights the hours between school finishing, and parents getting home from work is the most vulnerable time of the day when youths can be influenced.
Sgt Rankin: We also have police cadets who do some brilliant work.
PCSO Smee: The team also attend the lower schools regularly to lunch with the pupils and chat with them so they become familiar with us.
HC: Junior Citizenship is going ahead soon also.
Vice Chair: Schools officers were pulled out.
Insp. Weeden: Child Young Person (CYP) officers are now in place, attached to SNT but 60% of their time is on school work. There is a review at the moment to improve this role.

· BCU Priority – Street Based Violence.
