 North Richmond NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH BRIEFING for APRIL 2026


This summary has been prepared to give an overview of the recorded crimes in North Richmond that are considered to be most relevant to the local community. It primarily focuses on acquisitive crime, however other incidents of note are also addressed as relevant.                 

Burglary 
There was one recorded residential burglary in April, where the suspect has entered the home through a ground floor window, taking items, including car keys from inside and stealing the resident’s car.

There was one further recorded commercial burglary. It involved 2 suspects entering the shop and stealing products from behind the counter.

Theft from Motor Vehicles 
There were 5 recorded thefts from motor vehicles in April, the primary means of entry was by smashing windows.



Theft of Motor Vehicles
One vehicle was reported stolen in April. The vehicle was keyless and parked outside of the owners address.


Crime Prevention Advice for Vehicles

· Park in well-lit, busy areas where possible 
· Consider installing CCTV or using existing coverage
· Check whether your vehicle can be fitted with additional protective measures
· Report any suspicious activity to police


Theft of Bicycle

There were 4 reported thefts of bicycles in April, primarily occurring outside of shops.

All the bikes had been left secured with the lock broken.
