The beat team have been working hard over the last month to address the priorities on the beat that of ASB, Bur-
glary and Road Safety. Updates in relation to our priorities are as below: 

 

ASB: The beat team have received a report of anti social behaviour in an underpass in Glenfield. Patrols are being 
conducted in the location and police are working with the local council to combat the issue. We have also had re-
ports of  E-bike use in Glenfield and will deal with offenders accordingly. We have seen a decrease in ASB in rela-
tion to an abandoned care home in Leicester Forest East and police are continuing to liaise with the business own-
ers as the site develops back into a functioning care home.  

 

Burglary: The beat team are continuing to support police officers with regards to burglaries on the beat and are 
assisting with enquiries where required.  

 

Road Safety: Police have recently attended 2 reports of untaxed vehicles.1 in Leicester Forest East and another in 
Glenfield. The vehicle in Leicester Forest East was seized and the vehicle in Glenfield was removed from the high-
way. 

 

Does you vehicle have road tax? Make sure you tax your vehicle as you could receive a fine or even have your

Are you sick and tired of nuisance phone callers? You can get landline phone handsets with built in call blockers 
that can call unknown, withheld, international and telephone kiosk numbers. Some mobile phones can also block 
withheld and unknown numbers. Check your mobile phone’s settings for these potential features.  

 

The summer months are approaching. Please ensure you reduce the opportunities for burglars to get access to 
your property by ensuring doors and windows are locked when you are out.
